2. One recommendation letter must be from a Chinese language instructor who has taught you within the last two years and who can attest to your skills in the following specific areas.  In each area, evaluators should rate the candidate in comparison with other students whom the evaluator has known at similar stages in their study of Chinese.  
a. Speaking and Listening:  Rate the student’s skill in each of these two areas on a scale of Superior/Good/Fair/Poor.  Feel free to provide additional comments or evaluations.
b. Reading and Writing:  Rate the student’s skill in each of these two areas on a scale of Superior/Good/Fair/Poor.  Also, please give an estimate of the number of characters that the student can recognize in reading and the number of characters that the student can actively reproduce in writing. Feel free to provide additional comments or evaluations.
c. Accuracy of Tones and Control of Sentence Patterns:  Rate the student’s accuracy of pronunciation and tones, as well as their control of sentence patterns learned in class on a scale of Superior/Good/Fair/Poor.  Also, please describe which textbook/materials the student has studied with you and how much of the textbook/materials were covered.  Feel free to provide additional comments or evaluations.
