The Tunnel of Oppression is a grassroots diversity program that
originated in 1993 at Western Illinois University. Modeled after
the Museum of Tolerance in Los Angeles, the goal of the Tunnel
of Oppression has always been to not simply educate participants
on oppression, but to have them experience it firsthand. While
most participants may have never experienced many of the issues
in the Tunnel, they may be able to obtain an understanding of
oppression or discrimination through the true experience that is
the Tunnel of Oppression. Though the content can be very
intense and emotional, the highly interactive and engaging
experience makes the Tunnel one of the most highly effective

diversity program employed in higher education today.

If you do
not know anyone, there is a space on the form to indicate this.

NOTE: Students ARE NOT automatically eligible for break
housing if they hold an on or off campus job that is not
directly associated with a credit-bearing academic program.
